Finding your finger fit is easy and a child's play. To summarise in steps, 

1. Wrap a piece of paper around the base of the actual finger, in which you want to wear the it. The piece of paper acts as the ring sizer tool. A string may also be used. 

2. Then mark the point at which the paper forms a perfect circle, neither too tight nor too loose. 

3. Measure the distance between starting point to the marked point.

4. Use this measurement and the chart to the right to determine your rings sizes.

That's all there is to it! No point in doing it the hard way when a simple online ring sizer tool does the trick. Just be sure you are accurate when measuring, a double check is recommended.

· Cut out the ring size guide along the bottom of the guide and above the numbers so the piece of paper is approximately 1/4-1/2 inch width. 

· Wrap the piece of paper around the finger in which the ring is to be placed with the numbers facing out. 

· The number that meets the end of the paper with the star is your ring size.
